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Active Journeys Policy

Introduction 
At Cwrt Rawlin Primary School we encourage pupils and parents to travel to school by cycling, scooting and walking (active travel) wherever possible. This school travel policy explains how we will be encouraging active travel to school. We will discuss the policy with the pupils and re-visit it periodically to ensure its relevance. 
We will be working to promote walking, scooting and cycling to school in the following ways:

· By making sure school have the facilities needed by young people who want to walk, scoot or cycle to school, including secure storage facilities.

· By working with the local training providers to help young people to travel safely and feel more confident making journeys by foot, scooter and bicycle.

· By organising promotional activities and events to encourage young people to travel actively to school.
· By actively promote cycling and scooting as a positive way of travelling 

· By celebrate the achievements of those who cycle and scoot to school 
· By encouraging local shops, clubs and other organisations to support the programme.

· By involving parents so that they can help support the school and young people with active travel events and activities.
The decision as to whether a child is competent to cycle, scoot or walk safely to and from school rests with the parent(s)/carer(s). The school has no liability for any consequences of that decision. 

This policy covers the journey to and from school where the school has no responsibility or liability. When walking, scooting and cycling activities are being led by the school there may additional rules and guidance concerning equipment such as use of helmets, high visibility clothing, etc.
Parents are advised to consider appropriate insurance cover (check home insurance) as the school is not liable for, and its insurance does not cover, any loss or damage to bicycles and scooters being used on the way to or from school.

Aims

The Active Journeys Scheme aims to equip all pupils with the knowledge and skills to enable children to actively and safely travel to school, as it is good for their health, good for the environment, and it helps to develop independence and road safety skills. 
Why have we chosen to become an Active Journeys school?

Some of the benefits of active travel are: 

· The improvement of both mental and physical health through physical activity 

· The opportunities to establish positive active travel behaviour 
· Encouraging independence and improving safety awareness 

· Reducing congestion, noise and pollution in the community 

· Reducing the environmental impact of the journey to school

Pupil Code of Conduct 

To make cycling and scooting to and from school a positive experience for everybody concerned, we expect pupils to: 

· Ride sensibly and safely and to follow the Highway Code 

· Check that their bicycle or scooter is roadworthy and regularly maintained 

· Behave in a manner which shows them and the school in the best possible light and to consider the needs of others when cycling or scooting 

· consider wearing a cycle helmet 

· ensure they can be seen by other road users, by using lights and wearing high-visibility clothing, as appropriate 

How can parents support our Active Journey’s vision?
· For the wellbeing of our pupils, we expect parents and carers to: 

· Encourage their child to walk, cycle or scoot to school whenever possible 

· Encourage their child to take up opportunities to develop their competence and confidence in cycling or scooting 

· Consider cycling or scooting with their child on the school run, possibly joining with other families as a ‘cycle train’ 

· Provide their child with equipment such as high-visibility clothing, lights, a lock and cycle helmet as appropriate 

· Ensure that the bicycles and scooters ridden to school are roadworthy and regularly maintained

The School Mark Accreditation Award
The School Mark accreditation is an award that tracks the progress of a school’s commitment to promoting active journeys. There are three levels that can be achieved: 
· Bronze is awarded to a school that has worked to bring about some organisational, cultural and behavioural changes which help the school community choose to travel in more active and sustainable ways.

· Silver is awarded to a school that continues to demonstrate its commitment to promoting active and sustainable travel, but with much of the energy and resources coming from within the school and its community.

· Gold is awarded to a school that has demonstrated ongoing commitment to promoting active and sustainable travel over several years, which has led to significant and lasting organisational, cultural and behavioural changes. 

This year (2017), Cwrt Rawlin Primary are working towards achieving their Bronze Award.

Involvement of outside agencies
Cwrt Rawlin will work closely with Sustrans in order to deliver the aims and missions of the Active Journeys Policy. As a school, we may also rely on outside agencies to provide bike and scooter skills training and road safety lessons.
Management and Organisation of the Active Journey’s Scheme

A whole school approach will be adopted to ensure that all parties who make up the wider school community are actively involved promoting the Active Journey’s aims and missions.
In the Foundation Phase, pupils will participate in the events appropriate for their age. They will not participate in any bike/scooter training or events that may risk their personal safety. 

In Key Stage 2, Active Journeys representatives will be chosen to help the Active Journeys coordinator plan and promote events around the school. 
K.Morgan, the Active Journey’s Coordinator will be responsible for organising the events to promote Active Journeys around the school. These will be overseen by the Headteacher, T.Lloyd.

If you have any ideas to improve things at or around school for pedestrians and cyclists, or questions about travelling to school, please get in touch with the Active Journeys School Coordinator (K.Morgan).

Monitoring and Evaluation
The Headteacher (T.Lloyd) and Active Journeys coordinator (K.Morgan) will provide regular updates to the governing body on how effective the policy and procedures have been. A formal evaluation will take place every two years (September 2017).
